Catalog Description: 
Analyzes production art necessary to prepare camera-ready copy for photomechanical printing.  Teaches basic drawing concepts and techniques with emphasis on design principles, and care and use of instruments.  Studies production methods to prepare ruled forms, overlays, bendays, bleeds, two and multicolor forms for advertising and publication work.  Prerequisite: PNT 131, 221, 222, 211, 212; Co-requisite: PNT 213. 
Relationship of the Course to Curricula Objectives in which it is Taught:
PNT 223 is an advanced course in design principles to be used throughout the student’s course work in Graphic Imaging.

Required Textbook:  Graphic Design Solutions by Robin Landa.
