Course Description: This course introduces the student to the legal principles and ethical issues affecting all healthcare professionals in the U.S.  The role of the allied healthcare professional will be emphasized throughout the course.  This class will be taught as a hybrid class.  

Course Objectives:

3) Examine the various ethical issues in healthcare today.

Instructional Methods:
This course will use a variety of methods of instruction.  Lecture, class discussion, and case studies will be used.
